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Oklahoma Grazing Lands Grant Program Application

Sponsored by the Oklahoma Grazing Lands Conservation Association 

The Oklahoma Grazing Lands Conservation Association supports the efforts of the Grazing Lands Conservation Initiative (GLCI) to maintain and improve the health and productivity of privately owned grazing lands. The OGLCA works with producers, agencies, organizations and other concerned groups to identify and address the needs of our privately owned grazing lands and the owners and managers of these lands.

A major emphasis of the OGLCA is the availability of opportunities that provide producers with knowledge of sound conservation principles essential for making informed decisions concerning grazing land resources.  The OGLCA Grazing Lands Grant Program is a source of funds to carry out on the ground demonstration projects and provide educational opportunities for grazing landowners and managers.  The OGLCA Grazing Lands Grant Program has two categories:

· Demonstration Projects 

Focus on the evaluation and demonstration of new technologies, research, concepts and practices that help grazing land owners manage their property in an economically and ecologically sustainable manner.  Priorities established for projects include:

1. Pest Invasion (impacts on natural resources) and Management alternatives (Evaluation of feasibility, economics, success of Biological, chemical and mechanical alternatives)

2. Influence of grazing lands management practices on other resources - Soil, Water, Air, Plants and Animals (including wildlife and T&E Species)

3. Improved forage production and grazing management Practices

4. Improved livestock production practices

5. Enterprise diversification 

Projects must include opportunities to share information with grazing land owners and managers through field days, tours, publications, etc.  Grants will provide up to 50% of the total cost of the project not to exceed $2,500. 

· Educational Projects
Provide opportunities to expose grazing land owners, the public, youth and others to the benefits of grazing lands and management alternatives to manage their grazing lands in an economically and ecologically sustainable manner.  Two types of grants are available:

1. Locally Sponsored Education and Information activities: Activities sponsored locally through conservation districts, producer organizations, producers, agencies, etc.  Activities can be accomplished through tours, workshops, development of publications and videos, grazing schools, etc. Grants will provide up to 50% of cost not to exceed $1,000.
2. Individual Producer Scholarships: Individual producers can apply for individual educational scholarships to schools, clinics, etc. that focus on grazing lands related issues.  Individual producer scholarships will be for 50% of cost not to exceed $250.00 per person.  Participants will be required to provide a report to the OGLCA.

Progress

Since the initiation of the program, 17 grants have been funded for over $35,000,000 dollars.  A summary of approved grants includes (see map for locations):

· Eleven  Demonstration projects.

· Six Educational Projects including 1 publication and 1 video and CD.
